THE ASCENSION OF JESUS 
 

The ascension of Jesus Christ 
marks the glorious conclusion of 
His earthly ministry and the 
beginning of His heavenly reign. 
Forty days after His resurrection, 
Jesus ascended into heaven 
before His disciples, 
demonstrating that He had 
conquered sin, death, and the 
grave. His ascension was not an 
act of departure alone, but a 
declaration of victory and 
authority. 

Through the ascension, Christ 
was exalted to the right hand of 
God, where He now intercedes 
for believers as their High Priest 
and Advocate. It also prepared 
the way for the coming of the 
Holy Spirit at Pentecost, 
empowering the church to 
spread the gospel throughout the 
world. 

The ascension gives Christians 
hope and assurance. Jesus 
promised that He would return 
again, and His ascension reminds 
believers that He reigns even 
now as Lord and King. Because 
Christ ascended, His followers 
can live with confidence, 
knowing that their Savior is 
alive, sovereign, and coming 
again.
